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Here’s one of those special jobs. The aluminium horns on a Skorpion tail are
repaired for good with Gekko 2

which a few I have not come across before.
The bottles are nicely designed and high
quality with good caps/nozzles. Here’s a
quick rundown.

Gekko 1

This is a black cyano but not the rubberised
stuff you may have heard of before. The data
sheet says it’s for metal to metal, rubber and
magnets! My test also found it’s really strong
for metal to laminates and laminates in
general (which the manufacturer later
confirmed).

It’'s what you would call a slow cyano, but is
still very runny and 20-50 seconds for initial
strength. It can take a huge shock load unlike
normal cyanos.

So what practical uses did I find? I
destroyed a 2 mm carbon rod snake trying to
get the metal connector off. No crimps down
the side just a straight push fit with literally a
couple of drops.

I also laminated some glass over a cracked
wing skin on the inside and reattached the
top skin to the rear shear web. No sanding
was done before hand, as it was difficult to
gain access, very impressive. The beauty of
the black colour is that you can see exactly
where the glue has gone and which part has
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Beli-Zell locks this snake outer in place. The 2 mm carbon snakes are perma-

nently bonded to the metal connector with a few drops of Gekko 1.

been bonded.

It’s space age stuff, actually jet age and
currently used for bonding some metal parts
in turbines!

Oh yes that magnet thing; I didn’t think
that was relevant to a modeller but one
notable glider has wings with magnets to
keep them on (Tomahawk) and quite a few
power models have canopies with magnetic
catches (SebArt).

Gekko 2

A similar black cyano but quicker (10-30
seconds), so slightly less strong than Gekko
1, but nevertheless an extremely strong
cyano. A good tyre glue apparently, also good
for aluminium. Skorpion aluminium tail
horns are always coming loose. This is a
quick fix.

Gekko 3
Very similar to Gekko 2 in application but
clear. Same level of shock load resistance too.

Gekko 4 (Sensitive)

On more familiar territory, an odorous
cyano for foam. It has a medium viscosity
and is competitively priced.

This skin break has been laminated on the inside with glass bonded with a few

An industrial grade thin cyano. Nice to use
especially because of the nicely designed cap/
nozzle; hasn’t clogged at all. This is your
everyday cyano and also competitively
priced.

Conclusions

AdhesionsTechnics are top end adhesive
manufacturers. They use top end bottles and
applicators and are quite economical to use
because you tend to use more precisely.

Some are just outstanding for my usage
and these are orange Beli-Zell and Gekko 1.
The rest might just be perfect for your
application. I think they have quite a few
bases covered. Be warned though, Gekko 1, 2
and 3 have top end prices, enough to scare
you (heading up to £20 a bottle for a tiny 10
g!). It’s the best I've tried though and it saves
me time. I had mine given to me as samples
but I wouldn’t hesitate to buy them next time
around. Adhesive technology has moved on
and it’s good to see that some of it is being
bought to us in the modelling world. And
like me it may change your glue habits too!
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
